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“You know that moment, like when your junk catches up to you? 
It’s like maybe not that day, maybe not the next day, maybe not for a while, 
but give it enough time, it always finds us.”

Do you think it’s possible to keep something secret and never get busted for it?
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“So my boy stands there in front of his mom, frozen. 
And then he turns, and runs upstairs.” What are ways you avoid dealing with your junk?
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Do not be deceived: God cannot be mocked. People reap what they sow.

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“I’m coming home and I call Kristen, and she tells me this whole story. 
And so I’m driving along thinking, ‘What am I supposed to do when I get home?’ 
I know I should do something, but I have no idea what to do.”

Do you have people around you who are struggling with something 
and keeping it to themselves?

What are your options?
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Carry each other’s burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ.
